In the Non Pro 
Prime Time, a 213 was needed to advance to the finals.�

Riding Debra Smith's Hes At Bat and Carolyn Tellepsen's Custom Strategy, 
Steve marked a 147 on both horses to share the first place award in Intermediate Open

Meanwhile, Andrea marked a 143.5 on Montana Smart Joe to take first place in 
the Limited Open (1) and Rookie Professional (1). Also owned by Carolyn Tellepsen of 
Simonton, Texas, the 14-year-old gelding is by Smart Chic Olena and out of Montanas 
Lena. His paycheck of $259 in the Limited Open and $293 in the Rookie boosts his 
NRHA lifetime earnings to almost $9,000.�

"He's just so awesome and such a great horse," Andrea said. "We bought him as 
a 3-year-old, and he showed for Steve, showed for Carolyn, showed for Carolyn's son, 
Trent, and now he's showing for me.
